October 15, 2013

	The Scott County Commissioners met in a regular scheduled meeting on Tuesday, October 15, 2013 at the Scott County Courthouse.  Members present were Chairman James Minnix, member Gary Skibbe, and County Clerk Pam Faurot.

	2:00	Scott Buckley, Katie Eisenhour and Rod Haxton joined the meeting.

	Scott Buckley representing The Buckley Group, LLC presented the results of a demand assessment for Independent Living Facilities, Assisted Living Facilities and Skilled Nursing Facilities in Scott County.

	The final assessment showed sufficient units for Independent Living and Skilled Nursing, but showed a strong need for Assisted Living.  Scott recommended adding Assisted Living units to the current skilled nursing facility for the ideal senior citizen housing in Scott County.

	2:30	Jerry Buxton and Frank Mercurio joined the meeting.

	Scott Buckley also felt Scott County would benefit by incorporating memory loss housing in Scott County.  Mr. Buckley felt that these facilities should be in close proximity with Park Lane Nursing Home and for this reason did not feel the old hospital facility would be a feasible building to use for senior housing.

	3:00	Scott Buckley, Katie Eisenhour and Frank Mercurio left the meeting.  Jerry Thomas, Jerry Snyder, Dennis Siegrist and Rebecca Faurot joined the meeting.

	Jerry Thomas expressed his concerns regarding a new oil drilling rig very near the historical Battle Canyon site.  The State of Kansas recently changed its regulations and now allows drilling rigs within 30 yards of a historical site.  He’s very worried about disturbing the current pristine site in Scott County.  He asked if the Commission would please contact the legislature and the oil company and see if they can procure a larger buffer zone around Battle Canyon.  

	Jerry Buxton made a motion to approve an $8,500 payment to the Historical Society for additional expenses incurred during the Battle Canyon Symposium held in Scott County.  Gary Skibbe seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

	3:30	Jerry Thomas, Jerry Snyder, and Dennis Siegrist left the meeting.

	The Commissioners and Rebecca discussed the oil and gas depletion fund.  The State only sent 6% of the 12% due to Counties for their oil and gas depletion fund.  Several Counties are considering filing a lawsuit demanding full payment from the State.  If the lawsuit moves forward there could be some attorney fees and participating Counties would have to share the cost.  No action was taken.

	James Minnix made a motion to go into executive session for ten minutes to discuss non-elected personnel.  Jerry Buxton seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  The Commission, Rebecca and Pam Faurot went into executive session.  Rod Haxton left the meeting. The group came out of executive session.  No action was taken.  Rod Haxton rejoined the meeting.

	4:00	Rebecca Faurot left the meeting.  Richard Cramer and JC Amack joined the meeting. 

	The road department’s lowboy trailer is broken and cannot be repaired.  The Commissioners gave permission for Richard to purchase a new or used one.

	The Commission opened bids for road graders.  They were as follows:

	Murphy Tractor and Equipment – John Deere 670G Motor Grader – 1 Year full maintenance - $194,681.00 – Guaranteed buy back – 6 yrs, 5000 hours - $138,884.00

	Van Keppel Equipment – 2013 Volvo G940B Motor Grader – 1 Year full maintenance - $190,385.00 – Guaranteed buy back – 6 yrs, 5000 hours - $128,000.00

	The Commission approved the following Road Permits:

	Grand Mesa Operating Company – Access road to oil tanks on N. Juniper Road at 
[bookmark: _GoBack]S14, T16S, R33W and S15, T16S, R33W.

	Amerine Utilities Construction, Inc. – Electric line in road right-of-way on East Road 120 at S32, T18, R31 and S5, T19, R31.

	Due to the fact that Grand Mesa Operating Company completed a road permit and this is the same company that has a drill rig next to Battle Canyon, the Commission decided to call the company and discuss their drilling operation.  When contacted, Grand Mesa acknowledged that they understand that they are close to a historic site in Scott County and will do everything they can to preserve the site.

	Jerry Buxton made a motion to accept the bid from Murphy Tractor and Equipment for the purchase of a JD 670G motor grader at a cost of $194,681.00.  Gary Skibbe seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

	4:55	Richard Cramer and JC Amack left the meeting.  

	Jerry Buxton made a motion to approve the October 1, 2013 Commission Minutes as presented.  Gary Skibbe seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

	Jerry Buxton made a motion to approve the accounts payable as presented.  Gary Skibbe seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

	5:00	Lark Speer joined the meeting.

	Lark gave the Commission an update on a driver’s license examiner for Scott County.
Kathy McMillian has accepted the position and will begin November 1, 2013.  The decision process at the State has been delayed, but hopefully that will be completed before November 1st.

	5:15	Lark Speer and Rod Haxton left the meeting.

	Jerry Buxton made a motion to approve the Interlocal Agreement with KCamp and Resolution 2013-18 approving KCamp by-law changes.  Gary Skibbe seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

	Jerry Buxton made a motion to approve a phone equipment maintenance contract with Northwest Kansas Telecommunications.  Gary Skibbe seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

	The Commissioners approved Zella Carpenter check # 573 in an amount of $5,418.00 to Park Lane Nursing Home for September special assistance.

	Gary Skibbe made a motion to approve the transfer of $44.54 from the County General Fund to the Library Building Fund.  Jerry Buxton seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

	Jerry Buxton made a motion to go into executive session for 10 minutes to discuss non-elected personnel.  Gary Skibbe seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  The Commission and Pam Faurot went into executive session. The group came out of executive session.  No action was taken.
