	Gary Skibbe made a motion to approve the accounts payable and payroll as presented by the County Clerk’s office.  Jerry Buxton seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

The Commission approved Zella Carpenter check #569 in an amount of $5,916.00 to Park Lane Nursing Home, Inc. for May special assistance.

Jerry Buxton made a motion to approve a $1,000 payment to the State of Kansas for Scott County’s name to be placed on a marble map at the State Capitol visitor’s center.  Gary Skibbe seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

3:30	Ryan Roberts, Carol Meyer, Aaron Cannon, Bob Campbell and Katie Eisenhour joined the meeting.

The group discussed the Rural Opportunity Zone Program.  The County is not willing to provide additional funds for this program in 2013.  The group discussed different ways this program could be funded without funds from the County.  This program has been very well received in Scott County and Economic Development has a waiting list.  The Community Foundation would be willing to start a fund for this program, but didn’t know how well it would be received when the person donating the funds has no idea who might be helped by this program.  The County has until the end of 2013 to submit their resolution to the Department of Commerce.  The Community Foundation will set up a fund for it and report back to the Commission if any funds become available before the end of 2013.

Richard needs to remove several trees at the Cemetery to accommodate the new road on the end of the Cemetery.  He plans to hire a company that can use a big spade to relocate the trees in other areas of the Cemetery and plant some at the Public Works building.

The Commission approved a road right-of-way application for Richie Exploration for an access road on Road 260 – S26, T16S, and R31W.
