	Rebecca reported that Colton Eikenberry had a question about the recent Indigent Defense Contract.  He felt there should be a clause stating what happens to cases that are active at the end of the contract.  The Commission asked Rebecca to review the contract and report back at the next meeting.

	Chris Lund discussed the possibility of using the old hospital for a second step phase of his drug rehabilitation program.  Chris is applying for a USDA loan and asking other entities for donations to complete the remodeling necessary to make the old hospital a viable facility.  No action was taken.

	4:10	Chris Lund and Ryan Roberts left the meeting.  Leann Hunt joined the meeting.

	Leann asked the Commission to allow her recent renovation to her business to be placed on the Neighborhood Revitalization Plan even though the deadline for signing up for the program has expired.  Leann did not receive the information regarding the plan from the City at the time she applied for her building permit.

	Richard is currently asking for proposals on a new pickup for the road department.  They will be opened at the next meeting.  Richard will be out of town, so JC will be at the meeting in his absence.

	Richard still has not found a good used low-boy trailer.  Jerry Buxton made a motion to purchase a new low-boy trailer at a cost not to exceed $35,000.00.  Gary Skibbe seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

	5:00	Richard Cramer left the meeting.  Carol Ann Crouch joined the meeting.
